Looking particularly 
MUSIC  


Children will continue to learn to listen and appraise different styles of music and then to use this to compose and perform their own pieces. They will think about rhythmic patterns and more complex notation.   





RE   


This term in RE, children will learn about what a pilgrimage is and the purpose of these. They will find out about popular places of pilgrimage and think about where they would go and what they would take on one. It is a chance for the children to reflect and think about what things are important to them. 
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During this topic, the children are transported back in time to the Anglo Saxon and Viking era. They will learn about the struggle for power during this period and find out details of some of the famous battles that occurred. By the end of the term, the children will know what life was like for an Anglo Saxon and Viking and how this has impacted our lives today.  





SCIENCE


We have lots of exciting science experiments for the children to conduct this term providing them with a range of scientific skills and knowledge.  In each of them, they will make a prediction, record the results and be able to explain a conclusion. The focus during these experiments will be understanding variables, fair testing, taking accurate readings and measurements and presenting results in a range of ways. Examples of the experiments include a yeast race, car ramp race and cleaning copper. 

















P.E.   


This term, children will be conduct a range of PE activities including tag rugby, cross country, table tennis and dance. Within these activities the children will learn skills such as defending and attacking tactics and how to express their mood through dance. 





DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


The children will have the opportunity to undertake a sewing and weaving project this term where they can start with initial ideas and designs and then see them through to the end by making the final product. They will understand that designs can be tweaked and adapted throughout the process and that final designs can be evaluated to highlight positives and further areas for development. 














MATHS


We start this term in maths recapping the basics of place value, addition and subtraction and moving onto some multiplication and division. It is important that the children have slid foundations in these areas to support them when learning the other mathematical topics. In addition to this, they will cover some statistical work and area and perimeter. 





COMPUTING


With about 400 million active websites available on the internet, building a website could be a skill that is needed in the future. This term, children will get the chance to build their own website containing information they have learnt about the topic and include hyperlinks to different pages. They will think and learn about the layout of a website, the order of different pages and colours, designs and styles.  


In addition to this, children will use apps to create videos to fit a historical purpose learning about video editing, layering and green screens. 





ART    


In Art this term, children will follow the format for an art project where they research and learn about an artist or style of art, analyse and evaluate examples of this type of art, experiment with the style using a range of techniques or materials and then choose their favourite to create a wonderfully original final piece. Alongside this will run art techniques and knowledge such as mixing colours, controlling the media and commenting on similarities, differences, positives and areas for development. 








FRENCH


French this term will see the children learning about animals, parts of the body and items in the classroom. Children will not only be practising the pronunciation of these topics but how to write and read them too. Lots of partner and group conversations and sharing these with the class will support the children in gaining confidence in this language. 





HISTORY


During this topic, children will not only learn lots of facts and information about Anglo Saxons and Vikings but they will also have the opportunity to learn and practise historical skills. These include asking relevant and meaningful questions, comparing and discussing different time periods and understanding and explaining how previous time periods can have an impact on lives today. 


To start the topic children will learn about who the Anglo Saxons and Vikings were, where they came from and why. In addition to this, children will look at Anglo Saxon settlements and place names, Viking invasions and battle tactics, Anglo Saxons and Vikings way of life and all the while fitting the time periods and information together making connections and comparing similarities and differences. 








ENGLISH


In English this term we will be linking our writing to our topic so the children not only learn facts and information but they feel a sense of purpose for their writing. The writing will cover a range of genres such as a persuasive advert to move to a Viking village, character and setting description for a Viking warrior and a newspaper article on an invasion. There will be an initial emphasis on handwriting, spelling and punctuation leading to more complex writing features.
