Looking particularly 
FRENCH


Children will continue to work on the reading, writing, speaking and listening aspects to French with a focus on food. They will discuss foods they like and don’t like and use this knowledge for a shopping list. Popular children’s stories in French will also be listened to and discussed. 








P.E.   


In PE this term, children will be conducting a range of fitness challenges and pushing themselves against their own and their class’s personal bests. These include the bleep test, circuit training, throwing etc. 








This term children will get their geography and science hats on and will learn a lot about South America. They will be using their analysis skills to compare similarities and differences between South America and Europe. During this term children will learn about imports, exports, natural resources, life cycles, adaptation and classification. There will be a focus on chocolate and coffee which will be used as a stimulus across the curriculum areas. 
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RE   


This term in RE, the focus is Faith in Action which builds on what the children learnt in year 4 on Saints and Heroes. We will be exploring the way commitments affect and shape people’s lives and learn about religious charities and what motivates and influences these. 








MUSIC  


In music this term children will have the opportunity to use a range of instruments to compose beats and rhythms, from chair drumming to digital music composition. Samba music will also feature this term. 





ART    


In Art this term, children will again conduct a mini art project where we focus on some South American artists and style of art (Britto, Kobra etc). Children will practise the skills and techniques and then will have the chance to choose their favourite and most effective to create their final piece of art work. In addition to this, children will be creative when creating their own shoebox habitat based on the Amazon rainforest and explore different printing techniques to paint a giant water lily. 








DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


In Design Technology this term children will get to understand about hydraulics to create lift and movement. We will set the challenge of using syringes to create a scissor lift that can be used to load and unload lorries with bananas. 














GEOGRAPHY


This topic is very geography orientated and children will gain lots of information and knowledge in this area when looking into South America. Children will be practising using maps to locate countries and cities and learning the significance of the equator. They will also study human and physical geography elements when doing comparisons between the Alps, the Lake District and the Andes. Furthermore, we will bring in chocolate, coffee and fair trade links when looking into imports, exports and distribution links as children look into the economy of countries and what natural resources there are. Children will have the opportunity to play an enterprise style game that teaches them about production, distribution, costs and expenses and profit and loss. 








COMPUTING


Computing this term will involve more Microsoft Office based programs. Children will be using data from our topic to create tables and graphs in Microsoft Excel. They will also be using Microsoft Powerpoint to present information they have researched and experiment with complex transition and animation tools and calculate timings to enhance the presentation.





ENGLISH


Children will continue to practise their reading and writing skills by using the topic theme as a stimulus. They will create a range of genres such as description, persuasion and factual pieces working on using a range of cohesive devices, experimenting with organisational and presentation features and proof reading and editing work. The class text we will be reading is called Holes which will prompt discussion points and help children to develop a deeper understanding using PEE analysis.





SCIENCE


In science this term we will be looking into a range of animals and plants that can be found in South America. For example how the marine iguana has adapted to suit its environment on the Galapagos Islands. Children will learn about life cycles and compare the similarities and differences between them and also understand how animals can be classified using complex keys. They will have the opportunity to create their own ideas for classifying animals and discuss the most effective. 

















MATHS


After re-introducing the children to the basics of number and place value and building solid foundations in these areas, children will this term focus on fractions, decimals and percentages. The topic also lends itself to supporting maths as children will be working with data and calculations linked to profit, loss, costs and expenses.
