Looking particularly 
MUSIC  


In music children will progress from using basic western notation (middle c to g) to looking at a wider range (middle c to c) on a range of instruments such as ukulele and glockenspiel. Furthermore children will explore musical devices for example ostinato, pentatonic scale, major/minor, chords and chord sequences. 





RE   


This term in RE, the focus is on ‘Living a Faith’ and poses the key question – what gives a sense of identity and belonging? Children will explore religious expression and study how people live their life and practise religion. 
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This term we delve into a new topic called Great thinkers ; Great creators where we look at Early Islamic Civilisations with a focus on Baghdad. Children will learn about the amazing developments and achievements that were made by this non-European society and contrast it with British history. 





P.E.   


In PE this term, we will be taking full advantage of the nice weather and use of the field to focus on field sports such as cricket, rounders and athletics. Within these sports children will develop their catching, throwing and hitting skills and also the chance to improve their athleticism. 








FRENCH


Children will think about more description in French this term by describing the appearance of themselves and others. Listening, speaking, reading and writing skills will be included. 








DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


In Design Technology this term we will set children the challenge to build a 3d Baghdad using materials such as paper, card, lego, biscuits, sugar cubes, wood etc. children will also learn about cooking and the 4 classes will come together to create a meal consisting of a range of curries and naan bread. 














ART    


In Art this term, we will have a focus on the cartoonist and illustrator Quentin Blake where we will conduct our 6 week art project researching his work, experimenting with his techniques and then producing a final piece in his style. In addition to this children will practise sketching skills and their understanding of using depth and perspective in their pictures. We will link art to our topic and ask the children to draw Islamic architecture and skylines. 








HISTORY


Our Great Thinkers; Great Creators topic will allow us to look in more detail at the Early Islamic Civilisation. Children will start by constructing a time line of events and learning about the Golden Age. To hit history skills 1 and 2, children will look at primary evidence and use inference and questioning skills to piece information together on life in Baghdad. Moving further through the term, we will start to think about how this time period has had an impact on the modern world and children will learn about Arab scholars and pioneers of science, medicine and philosophy and make links to our lives today. To round the topic off children will compare modern day Baghdad to the ancient city and explain reasons there have been some changes and some similarities. 








COMPUTING


The children will further enhance their coding skills by moving onto a coding program called Python which uses more raw code rather than dragging and dropping blocks. This will stand them in good stead for understanding how to read and write more complex code in this form. In addition to this, children will use imovie and do ink to experiment with videos that use a green screen. 





ENGLISH


We will continue to use our topic as a stimulus for our writing this term to help children build connections and find purpose with their writing. In terms of objectives, children will work on higher level connectives and punctuation as well as building tension and cohesion. Examples of texts that children will write are an emotive letter, a biography of a scholar, a diary entry of a child celebrating Eid and a mystery short story. The class text we will be reading this term is Abomination. 





SCIENCE


In science this term the topic is properties and changes of materials where children will learn lots about different materials and their states. Children will be comparing and grouping a range of materials based on different factors, conducting experiments on dissolving and demonstrating reversible and irreversible changes. Throughout the term, children will be practising their scientific skills such as measuring, recording and presenting data, making predictions and ensuring fair tests. 





MATHS


This term we will ensure the children re visit any areas of maths that they need further support on as a result of the lockdown. In addition to this, there is a heavy focus on geometry thinking about properties of shape and position and direction.
