I.T.

This first block focuses on using the internet safely.
The children will learn; how to create strong and secure passwords, how to identify scams and phishing, how to best keep personal information private, how to building a positive online reputation, how to recognise when someone is upset, hurt or angry online and how to best support someone being bullied online.

The second block focusing on using Office. 
The children will learn; how to create a presentation including media, animations and transitions in PowerPoint, how to create a multipage website including a range of media and hyperlinks in Publisher, and to use formula in Excel to solve challenging calculations.
MUSIC
Charanga Spring 1
This is a six-week Unit of Work. All the learning is focused around one song: Make You Feel My Love. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, elements of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked. As well as learning to sing, play, improvise and compose with this song, children will listen and appraise other Pop Ballads.
Charanga Spring 2
This is a six-week Unit of Work. All the learning is focused around one song: The Fresh Prince Of Bel-Air. The material presents an integrated approach to music where games, the interrelated dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc.), singing and playing instruments are all linked.
