Maths


Reception 


• Explore the composition of numbers to 10.


• Select, rotate and manipulate shapes in order to develop spatial reasoning skills


• Compose and decompose shapes so that children recognise a shape can have other shapes within it, just as numbers can.

Reception 


• Connect one idea or action to another using a range of connectives


• Use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activities explain how things work and why they might happen. 


• Develop social phrases.


• Listen to and talk about stories to build familiarity and understanding. 


• Retell the story, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words.

Listening, Attention and Understanding
