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Maths


Three to four-years old’s 


• Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5.


Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total


• Solve real world mathematical problems with numbers up to 5.


Reception 


Count objects, actions and sounds. 


• Subitise. 


• Link the number symbol (numeral) with its cardinal number value. 


• Count beyond ten.





Physical Development 


Three to four-year old’s 


• Start to eat independently and learning how to use a knife and fork. 


• Show a preference for a dominant hand.


Choose the right resources to carry out their own plan. For example, choosing a spade to enlarge a small hole they dug with a trowel


• Be increasingly independent in meeting their own care needs, e.g. brushing teeth, using the toilet, washing and drying their hands thoroughly.


Reception 


• Use their core muscle strength to achieve a good posture when sitting at a table or sitting on the floor


• Further develop the skills they need to manage the school day successfully: - lining up and queuing - mealtimes - personal hygiene


• Confidently and safely use a range of large and small apparatus indoors and outside, alone and in a group.








Communication and Language 


Three to four-years old’s 


• Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.


• Can start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns


Reception 


• Describe events in some detail.


• Understand how to listen carefully and why listening is important.


Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them.


Engage in story times.


• Learn rhymes, poems and songs.


• Listen carefully to rhymes and songs, paying attention to how they sound. • Learn rhymes, poems and songs.





Understanding the World 


Three to four-year olds 


• Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history


• Continue to develop positive attitudes about the differences between people.


• Know that there are different countries in the world and talk about the differences they have experienced or seen in photos


Reception 


• Talk about members of their immediate family and community. 


• Name and describe people who are familiar to them. 


• Comment on images of familiar situations in the past


• Understand that some places are special to members of their community.

Literacy 


Three to four-year olds 


• Write some or all of their name. 


• Write some letters accurately.


• Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; write ‘m’ for mummy





Reception 


• Read individual letters by saying the sounds for them. 


• Blend sounds into words, so that they can read short words made up of known letter-sound correspondences.


• Read some letter groups that each represent one sound and say sounds for them.





Expressive Art and Design 


Three to four-year olds 


• Begin to develop complex stories using small world equipment like animal sets, dolls and dolls houses etc


• Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with blocks and construction kits, such as a city with different buildings and a park.


• Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear etc


• Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas


• Remember and sing entire songs.





Reception 


• Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody. 


• Develop storylines in their pretend play








PSED 


Three to four-year olds 


• Increasingly follow rules, understanding why they are important. 


• Do not always need an adult to remind them of a rule.


• Begin to understand how others might be feeling.


Reception 


• See themselves as a valuable individual. 


• Build constructive and respectful relationships. 


• Express their feelings and consider the feelings of others.
