Staff and Parents found these great opportunities to work together and strengthen partnerships.)
· More opportunity at the end of the day to see teachers for quick questions (Parents are encouraged to send in messages/request a call rather than meet teachers at the start of the day to enable teachers to begin the school day. Staff are on the doors at the end of the day – school will consider any ways to enhance this.) 
· Please try to give more notice on app/dojo messages – some are short notice – streamline the communication methods/apps and reduce further any paper based communication. (App/Dojo messages are often used in the event of last minute changes which are usually as a result of circumstances beyond our control and for which we apologise.  Advanced notice of diary dates is on the calendar on the app and also the weekly Friday letter. We are also in the process of looking into a new APP system which we hope will be better for all. In the meantime we have added some ‘tile’ links to the current APP and hope this helps. )
· More details on after school club, increased after school clubs including more after school clubs for KS1 (We agree and this is something we are looking to develop.)
· Better outside facilities for playtime (We are on it – school council are working to support with this) 
· Morning and after school SATs prep. And practice SATs  (As a school we feel that all the children do each day in lessons prepares them for SATs – however we will consider extra learning classes for some if where this would be helpful to reinforce learning.)
