· reading for a range of purposes 
· skills involved eg, skimming and scanning to find specific points for research 
· focused reading for deeper understanding of text, 
· reading for pleasure. 

Reading is integral part of the curriculum.
Specific time is dedicated to developing the skills of reading which include 
· Phonological knowledge 
· Decoding skills  
· Fluency and pace
· Skimming and scanning to locate and find information. 
· Comprehension skills including retrieval & inference.   
Children are given opportunity to read in a wide range of context and through other subjects. This includes
· Guided reading – to develop specific skills.
· Individual reading support
· Whole class text – children all read and discuss high quality novels – language rich 
· Subject specific text for research and to develop subject knowledge 
· Homework tasks – which include reading for discussion and debate



Children with SEND
We recognise that it is extremely important for children with SEND or disadvantage to have the same opportunities to access the Reading curriculum. With this in mind, adjustments will be made. This may include:
· Enlarged scaffold sheets
· Discussion
· Computing technologies such as iPad speech functions, touch typing, creating video diaries etc.
· Varying support from an adult or peer, including adult scribing, support for the task from a teacher or TA, paired or group work.
· Adapting the task, e.g. matching or sorting based tasks to aid thinking skills
· Opportunities for pre-learning of key vocabulary 
· Access to Dyslexia friendly books including Barrington-Stoke 
· Access to resources to scaffold and support learning, including but not limited to coloured overlays, specific colours of paper, word mats, word banks and pencil grips.

Find synonyms  

Work out the meaning of words from the context. Find an unfamiliar technical word. Consider how it is used in this sentence. What do you think it means? Now that you have read (a section), do you understand why (a character) acted in the way they did?  


Know the difference between word/phrase and sentence and can find examples to support a point.

Retrieve, record and present information from non- fiction text-from more than one point of reference. (eg. Contents, index, heading, subheadings including more than one page references) 

draw inferences and make reasoned justifications – supported by specific evidence from the text. 

Use PEE (Point, Evidence, Explain) to support predictions and  make inferences. What makes you think that…? 

Summarise main ideas, identifying key details and using quotations for evidence and to explain a point. What is the main idea in each paragraph? Which idea is the most important? What happened over the last three pages? You have twenty words: Sum up this paragraph. Make a table/chart to show the information in these paragraphs.

Distinguish between different text purposes and explain how I know.
Eg. Is this persuasive or instructive? Is this an adventure or a romance? What are the typical features of a thriller? 

Identify the writer’s viewpoint and explain the effect on the reader. What makes this story a morality tale? What is the writer trying to make us think?

Identify and comment on explicit and implicit points of view. Is the writer biased? What do you think the writer thinks? Do you think they are trying to persuade us? What words/phrases make you think that? 

Explain and discuss understanding of what is read, drawing inferences and justifying these with evidence. 
What do you think might happen to the main character and how will they feel about this? What makes you think this? Who would you like to meet in the story? Can you give a reason for your choice? Why did (a character) behave in this way? 


Predict what might happen from details stated and implied. What do you think is going to happen? Based on what you know about (a character/event), how do you think the author will develop the story? Is the evidence from the text stated or implied? 


	Recall the order of events in a long piece of text and accurately organise summarised points or key words and phrases to reflect this. 

In non-fiction text is able to explain the purpose and impact of presentation and text organisation for the reader. What evidence do you have to prove this? Find me three facts about…. Where would you look for information on…? How could you use the contents/index/glossary to help?


In fiction text, explain how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning. 
Do the events happen in order? If not, why not? Why is there a long character description at the beginning? 

Distinguish between statements of fact and opinion.  
Is it true/false that…? It might sound like a hard fact but is it? Which words tell you it may not be the complete truth? What words tell you that it’s an opinion/fact?( Eg compare fact and opinion in in first hand account compared to reported such as Samuel Pepy’s diary and history textbook) 



	Evaluate explain how the author has created mood/atmosphere or a particular impression through the techniques 
(Eg.simile/metaphor/personification etc) used and writers choice of words.
What effect does using this word have on the story? How does the write use language to make the poem mimetic? How does personification lift the poem beyond simply describing an eagle? By writing this line differently, what has the writer created? What other phrases could the writer have used? How does this phrase make you feel? Why does the author compare x to y? Why has this metaphor been used? Why does the author never tell us explicitly what they are writing about? 

Identify different features of language such as abbreviations, colloquialisms, dialect and specialist vocabulary. Eg. Hard cheese, buster, dontcha and know why they have been used. 


Discuss how the language choices support the writer’s theme and purpose in non-fiction texts.  EG. Is this a piece of propaganda? How can you tell? How is the information organised and presented? Why do you think this order/these headings were chosen? 

I know how style and vocabulary are linked to the purpose of the text. Which phrase tells us this is persuasive? (Common sense assures us that…) This word keeps being mentioned: Why? Which words here do you think are the most important? 


	Read a range of genres and text types
Including: novels, stories, plays, poetry, information text, biographies and autobiographies. 

Read silently for sustained periods. 

Identify and discuss themes and conventions in and across a wide range of writing. The three stories in this anthology have what in common? Where else would you find this sort of story structure? 

Identify and describe the key characteristics about a writer’s or a poet’s style. What is it about Lewis Carroll that characterises his stories?

I can ask questions to improve my understanding of a text. If you could ask the author a question about the text, what would it be? Can you create a quiz about the text for your class? Is there a section of the text you don’t understand? Could you ask a partner for their thoughts?

Explain and discuss understanding of what I read through formal presentations and debates maintaining focus. 

Research a topic/theme independently? How might you structure your research? How could you present your findings to the group? What sort of presentation techniques would keep your audience engaged? 


Prepare and confidently perform plays and poems showing understanding of intonation, tone & volume. So that the meaning is clear to the reader.

Confidently recite a wide range of poetry by heart. 

Evaluate texts by comparing how different sources treat the same information. Which poem is more effective? How does she put her argument about deforestation across better than him? 

Understand that texts reflect the time and culture in which they were written. Why did Dickens write about the poorhouse?

Identify themes across a range of texts and make comparisons between them  (social, cultural and historica Eg. Evacuees in Carries War and Good night Mr Tom). 
How do these books deal with the same theme? Do the approaches of the author differ? What can you say about the viewpoint of the authors?
I can recommend books to others and give reasons for my choice.
