Maths


Three to four-years old’s 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Solve real world maths problems with numbers to five


Compare quantities using language ‘more than’ and ‘fewer than’.


Continue to explore flat and solid shapes


Discuss routes and locations using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’


Select shapes appropriately: flat surfaces for building, triangular prism for roof…


Combine shapes to make new ones


Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern


Begin to describe a sequence of events.








Physical Development 


Three to four-year old’s 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Go up steps and stairs, or climb up apparatus, using alternate feet.


Increasingly be able to use and remember sequences and patterns of movements which are related to movement and rhythm.


Match their skills to tasks and activities


Collaborate with others to manage large items, such as moving a long plank safely and carrying hollow blocks.


Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.








Communication and Language 


Three to four-years old’s 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Pay attention to more than one thing at a time, which can be difficult.


Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the caterpillar got so fat?”


Know many rhymes, be able to talk about familiar books and be able to tell a long story


Develop their pronunciation of multisyllabic words


Use longer sentences of four to six words


Use talk to organise themselves and their play.
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Understanding the World 


Three to four-year olds 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary.


Understand the key features in the lifecycle of a plant and an animal


Begin to understand the need to respect and care for the natural environment and all living things


Explore and talk about the forces they can feel


Talk about the different materials and changes they notice.








Expressive Art and Design 


Three to four-year olds 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises


Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear, etc.


Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (pitch match)


Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up0 of familiar songs.


Create their own songs or improvise a song around one they know.


Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.





Literacy 


Three to four-year olds 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Understand the five key concepts about print: • we read English from left to right and top to bottom *the names of the different parts of a book *page sequencing


Recognise words with the same initial sounds


Use print and letter knowledge in their early writing


Write some letters accurately.





PSED 


Three to four-year olds 


Continue to build on previous objectives and introduce:


Select activities and resources to help them achieve a goal they have chosen or have had suggested to them


Find solutions to conflicts and rivalries, with a focus on negotiating roles


Remember rules without needing an adult to remind them


Talk with others to solve conflicts


Make healthy choices about food, drink, activity and tooth brushing   *Jigsaw unit – ‘Relationships’
