Maths


Three to four-years old’s 


Continue to build on Autumn Term objective and introduce:


Recite numbers past 5. Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5. Know that the last number reached when counting a small set of objects tells you how many there are in total (‘cardinal principle’). Show ‘finger numbers’ up to 5.


Experiment with their own symbols and marks as well as numerals.


Talk about and explore 3D shapes


Understand position through words alone – for example, “The bag is under the table,” – with no pointing. 


Describe a familiar route.


Extend and create ABAB patterns – stick, leaf, stick, leaf.





Physical Development 


Three to four-year old’s 


Continue to build on Autumn Term objective and introduce:


Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a game like musical statues.


Start taking part in some group activities which they make up for themselves, or in teams.


Choose the right resources to carry out their own plan.


Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.








Communication and Language 


Three to four-years old’s 


Continue to build on Autumn Term objective and introduce:


Understand a question or instruction that has two parts, such as: “Get your coat and wait at the door”. 


Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the caterpillar got so fat?”


Know many rhymes, be able to talk about familiar books


Develop their pronunciation


Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns.
