Maths


Three to four-years old’s 


• Develop fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually (‘subitising’).


• Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5.


•Talk about and explore 2D shapes


• Make comparisons between objects relating to size, length, weight and capacity.


•Talk about and identifies the patterns around them. For example: stripes on clothes, designs on rugs and wallpaper. Use informal language like ‘pointy’, ‘spotty’, ‘blobs’, etc.





Physical Development 


Three to four-year old’s 


Continue to develop their movement, balancing, riding (scooters, trikes and bikes) and ball skills.


Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and make marks.


Match their developing physical skills to tasks and activities in the setting.


Show a preference for a dominant hand.


Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors.


Be increasingly independent as they get dressed and undressed, for example, putting coats on and doing up zips.








Communication and Language 


Three to four-years old’s 


• Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.


•Use a wider range of vocabulary.


•Sing a large repertoire of songs.


•Develop their communication, but may continue to have problems with irregular tenses and plurals, such as ‘runned’ for ‘ran’, ‘swimmed’ for ‘swam’.


•Start a conversation with an adult or a friend and continue it for many turns.





Understanding the World 


Three to four-year olds 


• Use all their senses in hands-on exploration of natural materials.


 Begin to make sense of their own life-story and family’s history


• Continue to develop positive attitudes about the differences between people.
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Literacy 


Three to four-year olds 


•Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary.


•Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can:


- count or clap syllables in a word


•Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy.








Expressive Art and Design 


Three to four-year olds 


•Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to represent something else even though they are not similar.


•Explore different materials freely, to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make.


•Create closed shapes with continuous lines, and begin to use these shapes to represent objects.


•Explore colour and colour-mixing.


•Listen with increased attention to sounds.


•Remember and sing entire songs.











PSED 


Three to four-year olds 


Select and use activities and resources, with help when needed.


•Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community.


•Play with one or more other children, extending and elaborating play ideas.


•Increasingly follow rules, understanding why they are important.


•Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’, ‘angry’ or ‘worried’.


•Be increasingly independent in meeting their own care needs, e.g. brushing teeth, using the toilet, washing and drying their hands thoroughly.
