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Aims To: 
· inspire children’s enthusiasm to help drive positive change
· increase their knowledge of sustainability and climate change including practical actions they can take. 
· give children a sense of responsibility and know the difference they can make
· create a sense of pride in their education setting
· enable children to share their knowledge and enthusiasm in their local communities in developing sustainability and climate change

This is achieved through:
· Curriculum that educates children about the importance of sustainability and our impact on the planet. 
· Wider curriculum opportunities to reinforce this – through links to professionals and activities the children are involved in.
· Whole school action to increase energy efficiency, sustainability and reduce waste including building and resources. 
Curriculum 
	What We Do:
· Geography – curriculum has thread of biomes throughout and explore the impact of climate change within each strand- effect on landscape/vegetation/habitats and people. 
· PHSCE – making sustainable choices, discussion and debate
· RE – appreciation for our environment and our responsibility towards it.
· Science – learning throughout – plants and animals – our impact upon them – children in KS1 especially grown own produce and cook this as part of their curriculum offer. 
· DT – children in KS2 explore solar and wind energies – Children learn about healthy menus and also – linked to Science – where food comes from. Children learn about the impact of fair trade and sustainability in textiles.  


	Next Steps:
· Create a progression document for each curriculum area identifying specific climate change and sustainability links for each year group. 
· Global theme projects – each phase taking a particular focus to explore in detail and share with the school and wider community. 



Wider Opportunities 
	What We Do:
· School council work with Energy Sparks to learn about reducing carbon footprint and monitoring energy efficiency. 
· School Council Eco team – promote actions in school through assemblies and targeted action – eg. Power down checks. 
· Weekly News – magazine and online programmes including picture news – keep climate change and sustainability high profile. 
· HAF – out of school clubs and schools B/A school club encourage children to explore the outdoors more and interact with healthy lifestyle 
· Children involved in STEM clubs and competitions to promote involvement and inspire future engineers. 
· Y5/6 visits to Drax PowerStation and visits from wind farm representatives – enable children to learn about and from industry. 
· Routinely encourage walking to school and parents to turn off engines when waiting in non-electric vehicles. 

	Next Steps 
· Extend links to inspirational people involved in developing new and clean energy – to inspire future generations. 
· Children taking further responsibility to reduce rubbish and recycling – children sort rubbish at the end of the day to become more accountable 
· Children engaging in promoting sustainability and climate change action within the local community (audits/analysis) project 
· Explore forest school links – children given opportunity to connect with nature to deepen appreciation.
· Outdoor playtime activities/resources to be created from sustainable, reclaimed resources – School council/Eco team to be established to work with PTA and Governors to generate and realise the ideas. 
· More power down days. (monitoring of impact) 

	Future Steps 
· Audit school’s biodiversity and consider further planting and school garden 
· Onsite provision for recycling batteries and other such products. 



Buildings and resources – energy efficiency and sustainability 
	What We Do:
· Solar panels on roof – generating own electricity
· School well insulated
· LED lights fitted throughout school
· Heating system on timers – new energy efficient boilers in place. 
· Trees planted around the school ground – for habitats to offset carbon footprint.
· School composting bins in place for snacks and lunchtime waste – linked to the council and community compositing. 
· Staffroom – fruit and teabag composting with colleague. 
· Self closing taps – reduce water waste 
· School has opted for a 2 week rolling menu and includes a meat free day per week – this improves ordering and reduces food waste. Waste is monitored and  Menu’s are changed if waste is high. 
· School uniform – pre loved shop run by PTA – with wider clothing such as coats, non-uniform clothing and Christmas outfit exchange.
· School procures furniture from reclamation sites and LA storage.

	Next Steps 
· Check all taps are self closing 
· Jason (Governor) to audit school climate & sustainability 
· Consider where food is ordered from – in association with the LA – consider locally sourced.
