It’s not ok - It's Not OK helps children and young people recognise concerning behaviour and identify characteristics of positive relationships. The lesson plans, films and accompanying activities cover what behaviour to look out for and how to respond to it.

Speak Out Stay Safe - The SEND/ASN/ALN programme provides support and resources to help you deliver messages to your pupils about what abuse is and which trusted adults they can turn to for help. We provide access to resources including session plans, films and printable props all of which use our friendly speech bubble mascot called Buddy.
Love life - Helping young people explore topics such as emotions, relationships and identity. The films and supporting resources are aimed at young people aged 11 to 25 to help them learn strategies for staying safe as they grow up and gain independence.
