Looking particularly 
This term children will be exploring the wonderful world of the Ancient Egyptians. Lots of exciting activities and lessons await as we study their practices, beliefs and way of life. 





COMPUTING


In computing, children will start the term off working on Espresso Coding learning the basics of ‘if this happens, do this’. There will also be some sessions linked to PE where children will collate and present data using Microsoft Excel.





GEOGRAPHY   


Finding out about Egypt, children will be encouraged to develop map skills using atlases and globes, to find geographical features of different places. They will then further their understanding of Egyptian travel and trade by plotting a map of trade links, economic activity and the distribution of natural resources. 








MUSIC   


This term children will be learning about singing and rhythm. They will use a variety of songs and instruments to practise their singing and rhythm skills. Charanga will be used to support this. 





RE   


This term the RE topic is ‘Living a Faith’ where children will learn about rites of passage and death and bereavement for different faiths. There will also be a link to our topic when children learn about Egyptian beliefs and rituals.

DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


Children will learn to cook Egyptian style!  They will have opportunity to try out some Egyptian recipes, while learning about current day hygiene and safe working practices. 





Children will also have the opportunity to create a working Shaduf model and then evaluate the success of their design.





FRENCH.   


Children will start French this term by learning about verbs and grammar. Once children have picked up these concepts they can apply them in different scenarios and topics.





ART    


Each term we will focus on an artist or style of art and to kick things off, children will learn about Banksy and use his style to create their own piece of political graffiti artwork. 





Linking art to our topic children will use hieroglyphics designs and also papier mache to make a sarcophagus and mummy mask.

SCIENCE


This term our science will focus on the human body with children learning about the main parts of the human body, the circulatory system, blood and the functions of the heart. To assist the learning of these aspects, children will be combining them with PE and the effects exercise has on the body.





In addition to this, we will move onto learning about animals and plants, specifically how nutrients and water are transported. There will bel lessons on life cycles and offspring. 

















MATHS


This term children will focus on place value and calculation strategies. It is essential that children build solid foundations in this basic aspects of number before applying them to other areas of maths such as word problems and reasoning tasks. Where appropriate, we will link our maths to our current topic and real life context to help give children a perspective. 





ENGLISH


Children will have opportunity to read and write in a variety of genres including newspaper, diary entries, letters and persuasion. These will all be related to the topic of Egyptians which will further enhance their understanding of this period. Guided reading and text discussions will be based on the book Pig Heart Boy helping to develop children’s inference skills. 





HISTORY. 


There is so much to learn about when studying the Egyptians and this topic provides a fantastic opportunity for children to gain an insight in to the way of life of an Egyptian. Children will explore the inventions, life style, practices and beliefs of this time in history.


They will have the opportunity to identify and describe reasons for, and results of, historical events, situations, and changes in the periods studied. Using a wider range of sources they will explore how the past is represented and interpreted in different ways, and consider the reasons for this.
