Looking particularly 
MUSIC   


This term children will be using the song Living on a Prayer by Bon Jovi to enhance their musical skills. This will involve discussion and appraisal of the track and then identifying and practising copying the pitch in time.





RE   


This term the RE topic is ‘Living a Faith’ where children will learn about rites of passage and death and bereavement for different faiths. There will also be a link to our topic when children learn about Egyptian beliefs and rituals. 
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‘Who’s My Mummy?’








This term children will be exploring man’s development from the times of the Stone Age to the Iron Age and world of the Ancient Egyptians, their practices and beliefs. This will also include in Science learning about the theory of evolution of both Humans and Animals and how changes have occurred over time to adapt to new environments. 





DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


Children will learn to cook Egyptian style!  They will have opportunity to try out some Egyptian recipes, while learning about current day hygiene and safe working practices. 





Children will also have the opportunity to create a working Shaduf model and then evaluate the success of their design.





FRENCH.   


Children will start French this term by learning about verbs and grammar. Once children have picked up these concepts they can apply them in different scenarios and topics.





ART    


Opportunity will be given for children to develop sketching skills, learning to draw animals and the human form in proportion. They will investigate how to organise and combine line, tone, shape and colour and represent figures and forms in movement.


Linking art to our topic children will create cave paintings from berries and other fruits.


All the time, children will learn about and draw upon the inspiration of a range of artists.








P.E.   


Skills will be developed in the sports of Gymnastics and Games – Netball/Tag Rugby and Dodgeball.








SCIENCE


This term our science will focus on the human body with children learning about the main parts of the human body, the circulatory system, blood and the functions of the heart. To assist the learning of these aspects, children will be combining them with PE and the effects exercise has on the body.





In addition to this, we will move onto looking at animal adaptations and living things and how they change over time. Children will produce lots of colourful and interesting fact pages and diagrams in exploring different ways to present this information. 

















MATHS


This term children will focus on place value, pattern and sequencing, calculation strategies, shape and their properties. It is essential that children build solid foundations in this basic aspects of number before applying them to other areas of maths such as word problems and reasoning tasks. During our introduction topic of ‘The Great Outdoors’ children will look at coordinates and map reading.





COMPUTING


This term, as well as using IT to research and present information children will continue to develop programming skills.





GEOGRAPHY   


Finding out about Egypt, children will be encouraged to develop map skills using atlases and globes, to find geographical features of a given country (Eg, major rivers, mountains etc and to describe where places are in other parts of the world (using eg: town, city, region, country, continent and hemisphere). 


They will be asked to explain why places are like they are [for example, in terms of weather conditions, local resources, historical development].





ENGLISH


Children will have opportunity to read and write in a variety of genres including instructional, explanation and argument text, biography and science fiction. Children will use film narrative to support story and descriptive writing.  They will be encouraged to use skimming and scanning and note taking techniques when reading to research topic points. 





HISTORY. 


Learning about The Stone Age to the Iron age and Ancient Egypt, children will explore the inventions, life style, practices and beliefs of this time in history, comparing and contrasting. 


They will have opportunity to identify and describe reasons for, and results of, historical events, situations, and changes in the periods studied. Using a wider range of sources they will explore how the past is represented and interpreted in different ways, and consider the reasons for this. They will use their learning to select, combine and organise historical information to ask and answer questions about the past, using dates and terms accurately.
