Looking particularly 
MUSIC   


This term music will focus on Jazz with children learning about Jazz, Latin and Blues. They will research and make notes on history and development of Jazz and listen to famous pieces of Jazz music.








ART    


An exciting piece of art work that children will create this term is a space scene using bright coloured spray paints. Children will watch videos of street artists performing this art techniques and then have a go themselves in the playground. 


During Art lessons this term, children will continue to develop sketching skills and pencil control. 








FRENCH.   


In French this term, children will be learning words, phrases and information in French relating to the space topic which will help reinforce the knowledge they have picked up in science lessons.








DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


Children will be involved in lots of hands on making and creating during this topic especially when designing a 1960’s outfit and will learn through the process of designing, creating and then adapting features to improve. 


As the topic is space, children will create a rocket that we will launch in the playground. A range of materials, techniques and designs can be experimented with by the children in order for them to create the most efficient rocket to be launched. 


In addition to this, there will be links to food and micro organisms as children compare space food to the food we eat on a daily basis. 





This topic links to together Space, the 1960’s and significant events that happened relating to both.


Children will learn about UFO sightings, what a day is like on the International Space Station and argue the existence of aliens as well as factual information about planets.


When looking at the 1960’s children will learn about food, fashion, hobbies and art during this time and have a go at creating their own 1960’s outfits to show off on the catwalk.








P.E.   


Children will develop and refine core skills in gymnastics and perform routines and sequences. During our 1960’s topic, children will look at dance moves and create a dance routine to a 1960’s song.








GEOGRAPHY  


Geography this term will be linked to the space topic and overlap with science lessons as children will look at comparing life in space and life on earth. This will involve looking at the similarities and differences of landscapes, signs of life, size of geographical features.





HISTORY. 


As with geography, the history this term will be closely linked to the topic and joined with science lessons. This will involve learning about significant events in space travel and space exploration especially in the 1960’s. For example children will have the opportunity to research and present information about Neil Armstrong and also look at timeline for planet discoveries and space missions. 








COMPUTING


Children will continue to develop their programming skills but in addition to this, children will spend time using the ipad app ‘imovie’ to think like a film maker and create their own film trailer linked to the space topic. Skills will involve sorting, overlapping and cropping sound, video and images to make the most effective and exciting film trailer they can. 





ENGLISH


Children will have the opportunity to work on a range of genres this term. They will analyse example texts to identify the layout, features and purpose and then use this knowledge to create their own. Writing will be topic based such as writing about planets and UFO sightings as well as argument texts about whether aliens exist or not. Genres include recounts, non chronological reports, diaries and newspapers. 





SCIENCE


This topic is jam packed with exciting facts and information that children will be learning about space. 


Children will explore in practical ways the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in the solar system as well as the movement of the moon relative to the Earth.  They will describe the sun, Earth and moon as approximately spherical bodies and use the idea of the Earth’s rotation to explain day and night and the apparent movement of the sun across the sky.


When building and launching rockets, children will learn about forces, air pressure and the importance of aerodynamics.   

















RE   This term school is running a ‘Faith Week’ where there will be an emphasis on children broadening their knowledge and understanding of different faiths and how this links to British Values. 


In addition to this children will focus on expressions of faith and how people express their faith and identity. 
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MATHS


Children should be more secure in the 4 operations after lots of practise last term, and this term sees children using and applying them in real life problems and investigations. 


There will be some maths related to the topic with children looking at space data in graphs and analysing it, and using conversions, scale and measure when looking at the distances between the different planets.
