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FRENCH     


Children will focus on the themes of our current football topic and learn about healthy lifestyles. They will pick up and use French words for exercises, sports and activities, food and the impact on the body.








ART 


In particular this term children will focus on exploring artwork that communicates movement as well as still life, in particular the human form. The focus will be on sketching and drawing skills, using line and tone. 











DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


Children will plan and prepare a nutritious meal for an athlete prior to a sporting event thinking about ‘carbo loading’.


 











SCIENCE


Thinking about staying healthy, children will learn about the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on the way their bodies function. 





Children will have the opportunity to conduct an experiment linked to PE when participating in the bleep test and how their body changes and adapts during and after this fitness test.





COMPUTING 


This term children will focus specifically on collecting, analysing, evaluating and presenting data and information that is related to facts about countries that compete in the World Cup.





This topic focuses on the 2018 World Cup and lessons will be linked to this football tournament. Lots of exciting and interesting work will be based on the tournament itself, locations where it has been held and the countries that compete.


There will be an emphasis on geography during this term allowing children to go in depth with their knowledge of different countries.


To conclude the topic, we will host our own football tournament.
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P.E.     


Children will take part in athletics activities as well as having the opportunity to play competitive games of rounders, cricket, and tri-golf, applying basic principles suitable for attacking and defending. They will also take part in and host their own football tournament. 








HISTORY


Learning about changes over time, and drawing on key dates in history, children will learn about the Olympics, ancient to modern, and recognise the developments and reasons for this.  They will also consider the importance and significance of tradition. 





R.E.    


The RE topic this term is Faith in Action and it explores various aspects of making a commitment and seeking out the religious commitment that often go hand in hand with the admission of belief.  











GEOGRAPHY       


Children will be given significant opportunity to develop map reading skills and learn about the key terminology, such as continent, hemisphere, latitude, longitude, Equator. Children will compare and contrast different competing countries, identifying geographical diversity across the world, and investigating how changes have taken place over time. They will also explore the interdependence of different countries.








ENGLISH


Children will start this term in English researching and taking notes on facts about the world cup and present these in an information text. Moving on, to bring out the creative side, children will use the World Cup trophy being stolen as a stimulus to write a story using a range of descriptive techniques and build tension.


The topic then looks into healthy eating and diets of footballers leading to children creating a persuasive speech and leaflet for a diet in order to sell it to customers. In addition to this, to combine audio as well as written, children will listen to examples of football commentary and then write and record their own for a ‘wonder goal’!





MATHS


Linked to the theme, children will calculate times zone – planning the times of the kick off in different countries, book a holiday on a ‘fantasy’ budget to watch the World Cup, as well as keeping tabs on the data linked to the tournament such as goals scored and points for each team.





MUSIC 


This term we take a trip to West Philadelphia and use the track ‘Fresh Prince of Bel Air to learn about Hip Hop. Children will then create their own rap, design some graffiti art and perform a breakdancing routine.
