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P.S.H.C.E    


HISTORY 


The Scandinavian Scoundrels topic starts with a trip to York for the children to participate in workshops where they will learn about Vikings and their battle techniques. This is a great way to get the children excited about the topic and be enthusiastic about their learning. 


During the topic, children will use a range of sources, including ICT based sources, to research and find information on the lives of the Vikings such as their beliefs and traditions and everyday life. They will also bring in use of the iPads to record a horrible histories style advert for a Viking hygiene product. 








ENGLISH  


The Vikings topic provides lots of interesting and varied writing opportunities for the children to show off their skills and knowledge. Children will write persuasive adverts to settle in England using a Viking theme as well as diary entry from different perspectives from different members of the Viking society.  In addition to this children will write an argument text debating whether the Vikings were civilised or save. The books, Beowulf and A Midsummer Nights Dream, will be used as class texts to support guided reading. 








R.E.


 We will be looking at Pilgrimage in RE this term thinking about why and where people go on a pilgrimage. Children will conduct a case study on Muslims travelling Mecca and learn all about this pilgrimage. 





FRENCH








P.E. 


Children will focus on the skills needed in the games of Tag Rugby and Netball. Skills and tactics such as catching and throwing will be practised in drills before being applied in modified games. 





Scandinavian Scoundrels provides the opportunity for children to learn in depth about Vikings. Specifically lessons will centre around where they came from, why they came and how they got here. 


A fantastic trip to York for a Jorvik and DIG workshop will help children understand the Vikings impressive travel methods, their unique homes and settlements and battle techniques. 








COMPUTING


Children will be using recording and presenting apps on the iPads to share the knowledge they have learnt. Children will create adverts and radio jingles using software such as imovie to learn about providing information for different purposes and audiences. There will also be designated time for coding using laptops so children can explore algorithms, sequences and variables. 





GEOGRAPHY


In geography this term, not only will children plot the journeys that Vikings went on, but children will do some land analysis and look at human and physical characteristics such as mountains and rivers and how these aspects have changed over time. 
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DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY   





DT will be very hands on this term with children generating, developing and communicating their ideas through sketches and annotated diagrams before making products using a range of materials and equipment. Children will create a model of a Viking longboat and a range of clothes suitable for different classes in the Viking society. We will then move on to looking at the different foods that were eaten by Vikings and compare these to foods that are popular today. Children will have the opportunity to prepare and cook a range of meals and taste them.








MATHS  


Children will continue to develop their basic skills in calculation strategies. Specific focus will be given to: understanding  properties  of number, place value and  sequences. We will also look at shape and space and how to approach solving complex problems.   





ART 


Children will experiment mixing different coloured paints to create a range of colours that will match the atmosphere and light effects in the picture they are producing.  We will look at different art techniques such as textures and layers and how they enhance a piece of artwork. To link with history, we will also explore the purpose of artists and craftspeople in different times and cultures and focus on Viking art styles. 











SCIENCE  


In science this term we will be comparing and sorting everyday materials looking at their properties and then thinking about how they can be used for particular purposes. There will also be lessons on solids, liquids and gases and changes of state. To bring in a Viking twist, we will be comparing different cooking and food storage methods from then and now, including how preserving food has changed through the years. 


          





MUSIC  


This term we will begin to develop an understanding of musical notation – through specific skill based lessons.


We will also learn about how music has been used to express different times, cultures and beliefs and respond to famous works through: writing, drama, art and dance. 


We will discover how facts about Viking music and Viking instruments were found out by archaeological digs and we will use Wagner’s ‘Ride of the Valkaries’ to help us understand the emotions and feelings music can provide.
