FRENCH.   


This term children will start by learning lots of different items in French relating to shopping and then progress to using these words in conversations in a shop. 





P.E.   


Hockey will be the sport that children will be developing their skills on this term. Children will start by looking at the individual skills like passing and dribbling and build up to putting these into a game situation in order to help their team score ore goals and win.





GEOGRAPHY  


The focus in geography this term will be conducting map work locating different regions, the equator and hemispheres. Climate and temperature will be analysed at different places in the world and this data will be used in other areas of the curriculum. 





The children will learn about the impact that humans are having on the planet and present how land across the world has changed in the last 100 years due to trees being chopped down and cities and towns expanding. 








ENGLISH


In English this term children will have the opportunity to use personification and other descriptive techniques by writing about the Mother Earth. When looking at renewable and non-renewable sources of energy children will plan and conduct a debate and produce an argument text. Children will also be writing a story allowing them to get their creative juices flowing when they write about an adventure during a power cut. 





The class text we will be looking at this term is Holes and lots of English will revolve around this such as character description, biographies and letters.





SCIENCE


The Mother Earth topic lends itself to allowing the children to pick up vast amounts of science knowledge. To kick start the term, children will learn about animals, living things and their habitats. This will lead onto how animals and plants have adapted to suit their environment in order to survive. 





When thinking about energy sources, we will investigate electricity and children will get hands on with creating a range of circuits including sounds and movements.





In addition to this, we will use items such as Mentos and Coke to create a volcanic eruption on our eco island demonstrating irreversible changes. 

















MATHS


 After working hard on mastering the 4 operations and increasing their speed of their times tables during the autumn term, children will now be looking at fractions, decimals and percentages. Linking maths to our topic, children will interpret and analyse data related to the rising temperatures on Earth and will present this in the form of tables and graphs. 





COMPUTING


Children will continue to develop their coding skills by using the web based programme Espresso Coding. There will also be opportunities for children to use the laptops to make posters persuading people to become more eco-friendly. 





ART    


In art this term children will use pointillism to create a picture of the yellow spotted lizard linked to our class reading text. To show how our landscapes have changed over time, children will take inspiration from  the through the window book and sketch a then and now picture. 








DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


As the children think about energy supplies of the future, they will use their knowledge of renewable energy sources to create a papier mache model of an eco-island. As part of this they will link the science circuits topic to build a moving wind turbine that can be placed on their island. 





RE  


The R.E focus this term is freedom and justice. Children will discuss events like the holocaust and find out information about Anne Frank and Martin Luther King. 
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This topic will give children the chance to learn all about our planet and how to be more eco-friendly. We will focus on different sources of energy and have a debate about renewable and non-renewable energy sources. Pollution and plastic waste will be researched and children will think about how to reduce this. There are plenty of writing opportunities for children including descriptions of how landscapes have changed over time, case studies on the range of natural disasters that have happened in the world and a guide on how to survive using Bear Grylls as an example. 











MUSIC   


This term children will be focusing on Jazz music. They will be listening to examples of Jazz songs, researching Jazz musicians and looking at how Jazz compares to other music genres.


Children will have the chance to create their own music thinking about a jazz influence.
