Looking particularly s
P.E.   Children will take part in athletics as well as having the opportunity to play competitive games like rounders and cricket, applying basic principles of attacking and defending.








HISTORY. 


We will kick off the topic looking at the science behind the atomic bomb and then transition into the history of how this changed and affected lives around the world. Children will create a case study on Hiroshima presenting the facts and discussing both sides of the argument. There will be a chance for children to look at politics and the leadership of Japan and England at the time and how their decisions changed history. 








GEOGRAPHY  


Geography this term will include map work, both based on the topic country of Japan, and our local area of Yorkshire. Children will find out the size and area of the blast zone from the atomic bomb and plot what area would have been affected if it was dropped on Snaith. 





COMPUTING


Children will continue to develop their programming skills with more freedom using Scratch. In addition to this, children will spend time using the Microsoft Office programs to type up work on Word and create presentations on PowerPoint. 








ENGLISH


This term, English lessons will be based on both the class text, Abomination, and the science topic. Children will try to understand a characters perspective and feelings when writing diary entries and letters from Martha. 





The atomic bomb provides a powerful stimulus for children to write a range of genres including an argument text on whether it should have been dropped or not and a recount from one of the survivors. 





RE  


Children will be working on the topic ‘Hopes and Visions’ this term. They will try to answer ultimate questions such as “is anyone there?” and “what is God like?” as well as exploring who they are and who influences them.  Research will be conducted on the Buddha and the Gurus. 








MUSIC   


This term we will be continuing to use the music program Charanga and focusing on the song ‘Happy’. Children will use this song to learn about pule, rhythm and pitch. 





MATHS


 As well as re-enforcing a deeper understanding of the 4 operations and word problems by conducting reasoning and investigation tasks, children will be work on shape. They will learn about properties of 2d and 3d shapes and moving using rotation, translation and reflection. A block on converting between different units of measures will also be carried out.  





This topic is very science orientated and will focus specifically on forces and materials using the atomic bomb as a stimulus. Children will have the opportunity to conduct a range of experiments learning about fair testing and writing up reports in a scientific format. 





Professor Brainstorm will be visiting school to showcase some exciting experiments and deepen the children’s understanding of these scientific topics. 








FRENCH.   


 Children will be learning about family and friends and looking at creating a family tree. They will learn the words for all the different relatives and then combine these with information they have previously learnt about saying their names and ages. 
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DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


During design and technology lessons this term, children will gather background information on different styles of bridges which will lead on to children competing in a bridge challenge. Children will have to work effectively and cooperatively in groups to build a bridge structure that can withstand certain amounts of force and weight.  This will link with science as children can state their opinions on different materials that would work best. 





SCIENCE


Children will have the opportunity to really boost their appetite for science this term and sink their teeth into a range of hands on experiments and investigations. When looking at forces, children will participate in experiments looking at air, water resistance and friction. Furthermore we will challenge the children to create a parachute that can effectively enable an egg to land safely on the floor.





As part of the materials strand during this topic, children will focus their learning on reversible and non-reversible changes using real life examples such as bath bombs, ice cubes and sugar in cups of tea. 

















ART    


Children will explore how art can show the difference between war and peace by looking at contrasting pictures of Hiroshima then and now. There will be an opportunity for children to create a Japanese cartoon picture in the style of Pokeman and they will study the artist Takashi Murakami looking at his works and then interpreting and analysing the meaning and what they like and dislike about it.
